ORDER FOR THE GRANT OF A GENERATION LICENCE TO
CET POWER PROJECTS LIMITED

CET Power Project Limited (the Company) submitted its application for an Off-Grid
Generation Licence in respect of a 5MW IPP located at Nigerian Breweries Pic., Lagos
Brewery, Iganmu, Lagos State. An application fee of N10,OOO.00 was paid by the
Company.

In order to ascertain the completeness of the application, an initial evaluation was carried
out by representatives from Legal, Licensing & Enforcement, Market Competition & Rates,
and Engineering, Standards & Safety Divisions.

Following the initial evaluation, it was observed that all the submissions made by the
Company were for the existing 1.6MW plant, instead of the proposed 5MW plant. Through
a letter dated January 22, 2008, the Company was requested to submit the relevant
documents for the proposed 5MW power station, and their Audited Reports for 2006.
Failure to submit the financial statement made it impossible to conclude the evaluation of
the application within the six (6) months from the date the application was duly
acknowledged, as required by S. 70 of the EPSR Act. The application lapsed on January
23, 2008, and the Company was informed through a letter dated February 04, 2008.

The Company reapplied on March 3, 2008, for a generation licence to operate a 5MW
power plant. The application was evaluated and the Company was told to submit certain
documents through a letter dated April 22, 2008. The Company submitted all the required
documents on April 29, 2008. Following the approval of the Commission on the
completeness of the application, the application was duly acknowledged on August 20,
2008. The statutory notices were published in Thisday Newspaper of September 8, 2008,
and The Daily Independent of September 2, 2008.
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
