ORDER FOR THE GRANT OF A GENERATION LICENCE TO ANITA ENERGY
LIMITED

Anita Energy Limited (the Company) submitted its application for a Generation
Licence in respect of a 90MW IPP at Agbara, Lagos State on December 14, 2007.
The Company also paid a licence application fee of One Hundred Thousand Naira
(N100, 000.00).

In order to ascertain the completeness of the application, an initial evaluation was
carried out by the Commission following which the Company was requested, by a
letter dated December 19 2006, to submit documents that were omitted. The
Company responded by sending in the additional documents on January 10, 2007.

Following the approval of the Commission on the completeness of the application, a
letter dated January 11, 2007 was issued by the Commission to the Company
requesting it to publish the mandatory Statutory Notice in two newspapers.

The notices were published in ThisDay and The Punch Newspapers of Monday,
January 22, 2007.

Following the publications in the newspapers, a letter of objection dated January 23,
2007 was received from Agbara Shoreline Power Company Limited. The objection
was on the basis that Agbara Estate is a privately owned estate and that Agbara
Estate Limited has already entered into a Joint Venture with Shoreline Power
Company Limited to build a 1000MW IPP to serve the power needs of its tenants.

The Commission forwarded the letter of objection to Anita Energy via a letter dated
January 30, 2007 for their response. In their response letter of February 1 2007, the
Company stated that the sole aim is to site the plant at Igbedi, Agbara, Ogun State
because of the availability of Shell Gas facility at that location. The Company further
stated that it intended to discuss off-take arrangements with Eko and lkeja
Distribution Companies and as such did not intend to sell power to Agbara
community. The Commission accepted the representations of the Company,
informed the objector and thereafter closed the matter.
