ORDER FOR GRANT OF A GENERATION LICENCE TO HUDSON POWER
LIMITED

Hudson Power Limited (the Company) submitted its application for a Generation
Licence in respect of a 150MW at Warawa, Ogun State, on 22" November,
2006. The Company also paid a licence application fee of N200,000.00.

In order to ascertain the completeness of the application, an initial evaluation was
carried out by the Commission. Following the initial evaluation, the application
was found to be complete.

Following the approval of the Commission on the completeness of the
application, a letter dated 30" November, 2006 was issued by the Commission to
the Company requesting it to publish the mandatory Statutory Notice in two
newspapers.

The notices were published in the Punch Newspaper and the Nigerian Tribune of
18" December, 20086.

Following the publications in the newspapers, the Commission received an
objection to the licence application from Obafemi-Owode Local Government
Council. The crux of the objection was that although the Company intended to
site the power plant in the environs of Warewa Village, no compensation had
been paid to the Local Government Council and the communities constituting
Warawa village and its environs.

The letter of objection was forwarded to the Company for its response. In its
response, the Company informed the Commission that the objection had been
withdrawn following a discussion held between the Company, Ogun State
Government, Obafemi-Owode Local Government and other Stakeholders.
